E malama ‘ia ana kéia Halawai Popilikia O Ka Papa Alaka‘i Ke‘ena Kuleana Ho‘okipa O
Hawai‘i ma lalo o ke kdanawai HRS § 92-8(a). Ua ‘ike ‘ia ka popilikia nui 0 na ahi ma na kalana o
Maui me Hawai'i, he popilikia no ka palekana a olakino o ka lehulehu. No ia kumu e pono ai
kéia halawai popilikia no ka ho‘oholo ina he kiipono ke noi i ke kia‘aina i ka ho‘olaha i popilikia
‘oihana ho‘okipa. Ua ‘aelike he ‘elua-hapakolu a ‘oi o na lala papa alaka‘i i ka ‘oia‘i'o o kéia
‘6lelo ho‘oholo nei.

Wahi a HRS § 201B-9(a), ina ho‘oholo ‘ia e ka papa alaka'’i he popilikia nui na hanana e holo
nei, no lakou ke kuleana o ke noi i ke kia‘aina e ho‘olaha i popilikia ‘oihana ho‘okipa.

He mea nui ka ho‘omakakoho i ka
ho‘ohana pono i kéia mau lako no ka pane koke i kéia pdpilikia, a me ka ho‘i hou o ke ola no ko
Hawai'i.

This Emergency Meeting of the Hawai‘i Tourism Authority Board is being held pursuant to
Hawai‘i Revised Statutes (HRS) § 92-8(a). The Board finds that the recent brush fires in Maui
and Hawai‘i counties have presented an imminent peril to the public health, safety and welfare
that requires the Board to hold an emergency meeting to determine whether it is appropriate at
this time to request the governor to declare that a tourism emergency exists. At least two-thirds
of the Board members agree that these findings are correct and that an emergency exists.

Pursuant to HRS § 201B-9(a), if the Board determines that the recent catastrophic event
“adversely affects Hawaii’s tourism industry by resulting in a substantial interruption in the
commerce of the State and adversely affecting the welfare of its people, the board shall submit
a request to the governor to declare that a tourism emergency exists.” Such a declaration would
allow HTA, through its Board, to develop and implement measures to respond to the emergency
and allow the use of moneys in the tourism emergency special fund for the response if
necessary.

HTA manages assets that could be brought to bear to assist in responding to the emergency.
This includes not only the tourism emergency special fund, but also HTA’s unique experience,
partnerships across multiple disciplines, and relationships with government, tourism related
industry, destination stewardship entities, local communities, and community organizations.
Prioritizing the use of these assets effectively is critical to HTA’s short-term response to the
emergency, and longer-term implications for the State, its economy, and its people.
